Leader: What is repentance unto life? 
 

People: Repentance unto life is a saving grace, whereby a 
sinner, out of a true sense of his sin, and apprehension of the 
mercy of God in Christ, does, with grief and hatred of his sin, 
turn from it unto God, with full purpose of, and endeavor 
after, new obedience. 

 

Leader: How are we taught this truth in II Timothy 2:24-26? 
 

People: “The Lord's servant must not be quarrelsome but kind 
to everyone, able to teach, patiently enduring evil, correcting 
his opponents with gentleness. God may perhaps grant them 
repentance leading to a knowledge of the truth, and they may 
come to their senses and escape from the snare of the devil, 
after being captured by him to do his will.” 

 
 
 
 

 
Leader: How are we taught this truth in Joel 2:12-13? 
 

People: “‘Yet even now,’ declares the LORD, ‘return to me 
with all your heart, with fasting, with weeping, and with 
mourning; and rend your hearts and not your garments.’ 
Return to the LORD your God, for he is gracious and 
merciful, slow to anger, and abounding in steadfast love; and 
he relents over disaster.” 

 

Leader: How are we taught this truth in Matthew 3:8-9? 
 

People: “Bear fruit in keeping with repentance. And do not 
presume to say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our father,’ 
for I tell you, God is able from these stones to raise up children 
for Abraham.”
